Ivan Chernyakhovskyi National University of
Defence of Ukraine is the leading higher military
educational institution of the state.

The University is the successor to the Academy of
the Armed Forces of Ukraine, which was established in
accordance with the Decree of the Cabinet of Ministers
of Ukraine of August 19, 1992 No. 490.

By Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine of March 16, 1999 No. 394, the Academy of
the Armed Forces of Ukraine was renamed the
Academy of Defence of Ukraine.

On the basis of Presidential Decree of April 14,
1999, No. 377/99, the Defence Academy of Ukraine
was awarded the status of National and named the
“National Defence Academy of Ukraine”.

In accordance with the Decree of the Cabinet of

Ministers of Ukraine of December 17, 2008 No. 1089 “On Reorganization of the National Defence Academy of Ukraine”,
Decree of the President of Ukraine of December 30, 2008 No. 1217/2008 “On the National University of Defence of Ukraine”,
Decree of the Minister of Defence of January 28, 2009 No. 39 “On measures to reorganize the National Defence Academy of
Ukraine” The National Defence Academy of Ukraine was reorganized into the National University of Defence of Ukraine.
Presidential Decree No. 85/2013 of February 22, 2013 “On the Assignment of the Name of Ivan Chernyakhovskyi
National Defence University of Ukraine” to the National Defence University of Ukraine was named lvan Chernyakhovskyi.

EDUCATIONAL ACTIVITIES

One of the fundamental objectives of our activity, has
remained the organization of the educational process. We
continued to work on understanding and enhancing the reform of
the University education system in terms of the implementing the
“Professional Military Education"- an educational policy of MoD of
Ukraine.

It covered all aspects of the activity: further improvement of
the educational process, bringing the content of training in
accordance with the requirements of the Minister of Defence of
Ukraine, Commander-in-Chief of the Armed Forces of Ukraine and
Chief of the General Staff, taking into account the objectives of
Defence Reform, implementation of the latest ideas, meanings
and methodological approaches in the educational process.

One of the key tasks has remained to develop a new vision of
Master's programs at the strategic and operational levels in
accordance with the new generation of higher education
standards.

It has been started the training of higher education students
according to the updated educational programs approved in 2021.

Academic staff of the University have radically revised,
developed and implemented new professional standards and
educational programs of scientific-professional, master's and
bachelor's levels of training for the Armed Forces of Ukraine and
other military formations, which are adapted to the requirements
of state regulations on training future military leaders taking into
account the implementation of NATO standards.

The schedule of the education process in the context of deep
implementation of distance and blended learning technologies in
training programs at all levels has been significantly upgraded.

EDUCATIONAL ACTIVITIES

A step forward has been made in creating a new program
of strategic level where progressive experience of implementing
a Senior Management Course, and the quality of program
components is gradually reaching modern needs and
requirements.

Working relations with the National Security and Defence
Council of Ukraine have been established, and opportunities to
involve both domestic and foreign guest speakers-practitioners
are widely used.

This year, 51 strategic-level officers have been trained,
17 of them were residential students-officers. Most of them
today successfully put into practice the obtained knowledge in
the practice of training and implementing troops (forces) of the
Armed Forces of Ukraine.

EDUCATIONAL ACTIVITIES

The work on developing a new generation of operational-level
Master's programs has continued, higher education standards have been
refined. A search for a final model that can bring its content closer to the
practices and standards of NATO member countries continues.

Together with foreign partners and customers, we have formed
a vision of this program. The parameters of a progressive education model,
which will correspond to changes in Ukrainian legislation on education,
primarily in terms of introducing new levels of military education, have
been worked out.

In particular, the specialists of the Institute of Troops (Forces) Support
and Informational Technologies together with partners from the USA,
Poland and the Czech Republic have developed a prospective Master's
program of operational level for logistics specialists. It should accumulate
the best experiences of the University and partners in the field of training
operational-level officers.

EDUCATIONAL ACTIVITIES

Training of military personnel of all levels at professional military education courses has been carried on.

A new package of documents for the organization of the education process at those courses, which provides for the use of
educational approaches and coordination of the content with educational and professional programs of the appropriate level
has been developed.

Actually, the process of developing these programs requires a change in the system of relations between structural units of
the university, establishing close cooperation, forming a team mentality and focus on common results are the needs of
customers and troops in general and students-officers in particular.

In this regard, we have diverse educational analytics to choose more effective and pragmatic options, as well as modeling
programs with increased training duration: at the L-3 course it is up to 10... 12 months, at the L-4 course — up to 8 months.

The advanced training of servicemen and employees of the
Armed Forces of Ukraine remains one of the important areas of
the University's activity, especially in the context of
implementation of new and most problematic aspects of
defence reform.

The process of improvement of the
system of internal quality assurance of
education on the basis of development
of system separate components, such as
rating of activity of academic staff, and
training and scientific educational
sections, implementing self-assessment
elements, etc. has been continued.

Developing the idea of international cooperation in the context of improving education programs, we have implemented
and renewed a number of projects with international partners.

The experience of combating hybrid warfare with
the participation of direct participants in hostilities is
constantly being introduced into the content of
educational programs at all levels during round tables,
seminars and training sessions. This information work is
brought to the attention of foreign partners, highlighting
Ukraine’s position and Russia’s role as the party directly
resolving the conflict.

We have to intensify the developing in English
a topical course on combating hybrid warfare and
conduct systematic work on sharing experiences with our
partners.

Strengthening the focus on the needs of state
security and defence sector fot providing "Inseparability"
of education and training from the needs of the warfare,
we continued the practice of involving students, scientific
and scientific-pedagogical workers in the training of
troops (forces) according to the plan of the General Staff
of the Armed Forces of Ukraine.

Significant efforts of the university were focused on learning a foreign language by the personnel of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine for the gradual introduction of best Western practices in the process of defence reform, transformation of the Armed
Forces of Ukraine according to NATO standards.

In this regard, the Foreign Language Training and Research Center trained 836 people at various language courses in 2021.

During the year, in the Language Testing and Research Centre 40 language tests are conducted, which resulted in
434 certificates of proficiency in foreign languages in accordance with NATO standard STANAG 6001.

SCIENTIFIC ACTIVITIES

Traditionally, the educational process at the University during
the year was inextricably linked with scientific and scientific-technical
activities.

Our goal was to provide a strategic trajectory for the
development of military education and science "from military science
strategies to military strategy" to meet the needs of the MoD of
Ukraine, the General Staff of the Armed Forces of Ukraine, the Armed
Forces of Ukraine and other agencies of Security and Defence
Sectors.

We worked hard on the creation of the Thinktank platform as
a basis for conducting research and solving problems based on
adequate analysis and inclusion in the global information flow -
fundamental, applied, expert-analytical research on current issues of
military science; associations of scientists, practitioners, experts,
analysts from Ukraine and other partner countries; formation and
development of the scientific school of military analytics and military
-political forecasting.

To this end, during 2021, University researchers performed
66 research papers, of which 42 were completed this year.

The university performed more than 160 operational tasks on
drafting laws of Ukraine, decrees of the President of Ukraine,
regulations of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine, the Ministry of
Defence and the Armed Forces of Ukraine, prosessing of information
and analytical materials in the research areas of the University.
Scientific and academic staff was actively involved in the working
groups on the development of legal documents, including
interdepartmental groups to coordinate the development of
components of the Defence Plan of Ukraine, building a national
system of stability, project groups of Defence Reform.

Training of military scientific personnel of the highest
category has been continued. Currently, 6 doctoral students and
130 post graduate students-officers are being trained at the
University.

To ensure the certification of scientific and academic
personnel of higher qualifications, 7 specialized scientific councils
work at the university in 9 scientific specialties in the field of
military, technical, historical, psychological, pedagogical sciences
and civil protection and environmental safety, and 16 one-time
specialized academic councils.

Specialized scientific councils of the University held
51 meetings.

The University continued to invest in the training, education
and qualifications of its staff to promote their professional and
intellectual interests.

SCIENTIFIC ACTIVITIES

Military scientific societies of institutes are an effective
source for forming a reserve of candidates for admission to post
graduate studies.

The results of the competition for the best scientific work of
the University students were 40 diplomas.

16 best scientific works of students - winners of the 2020
competition, took part in the All-Ukrainian competition for the
best scientific work in 2021, of which 2 works won the
competition in the field of "Military Science, National Security,
State Border Security" and 1 work - in the field "Electronics and
Telecommunications".

The scientific potential of the University at present is:
doctors of sciences, professors - 85, candidates of sciences,
doctors of philosophy (associate professors, SSF, senior
researchers) - 315.

"Countering Hybrid Warfare: Military Aspects" with the participation of interested partner countries Canada, Britain, Croatia,
Finland, Turkey and the United States.

The results of the research obtained by the University scientists during the implementation of this project were
presented at the annual International Security Forum, which took place on September 3-4 in Zagreb, Croatia.

The forum is the largest platform in the European Union for the exchange of views between scientists and experts in the

SCIENTIFIC ACTIVITIES

The results of the inventive and
innovative activity include 20 patents of
Ukraine for utility models that have been
obtained.

The inventors of the University have
dostently presented the University in the
annual Allarities Competition "Best of the
invention of the Year 2021", warrowing
8 out of 33 prize places.

Testing of new (modernized) models of
weapons and military equipment have been
carried out by the Research and Testing
Department, accredited by the National
Accreditation Agency of Ukraine for
compliance with international standards.

As part of research being conducted
and at the requests of the MoD of Ukraine,
other security organizations and
manufacturers of military armor, 93 ballistic
tests have been conducted, with 271 armor
samples tested.

This year, the research and testing
department has carried out ballistic tests of
research samples of blades manufactured
by ‘Motor Sich’ JSC. These tests became an
important step before the final bench test
of the samples, bringing the company close
to gaining the capacity of full complete
cycle of domestic helicopters, including
those for the Armed Forces of Ukraine.

The Center for Military Strategic Studies of the University has taken active part in most of these activities as a moderator
and an active contractor.

Work has continued all tear to establish and develop close partnerships with military schools in Norway, Denmark, Sweden,
Poland, Lithuania, Latvia, the Netherlands, Croatia, Poland, and the Baltic Defence College.

In total during 2021, 97 foreign delegations have visited the University, and 15 representatives of the University have
visited foreign higher military educational establishments, where they took part in international exercises, seminars, courses,
and educational process activities in partner nations’ educational institutions.

DEVELOPMENT OF THE MATERIAL AND TECHNICAL BASE

The university has continued to develop the material
and technical base to increase the efficiency of the
educational process.

Preference was given to the development of modern
classrooms, with emphasis on introduction of advanced
information technology as a support element for
educational process, and the development of technical
base for conducting all types of practices related to the
development of competencies needed for military
leader’s decision-making, operational and battle planning,
command and control of military units (formations) in
combat (operations); the development of critical thinking,
leadership qualities; exploring new aspects of future wars.

In particular, work has been in progress on
simulation system  development  through the
implementation of JCATS and JTLS software and the
creation of a single platform for multistage, bilateral CPX,
for which purpose a 2-million UAH worth update of the
center's equipment has been made.

The construction of multifunctional computer-
equipped classrooms has continued in the premises of the
Departments of Land Forces, Economics and Finance, and
Social Sciences — in accordance with the plan to equip
34 automated workplaces.

The improvement of training command posts of the
Aviation and Air Defence Institute has continued.

In the Department of Information Technology and
Information Security, improvement has been made to the
cyber ground designed for studying complex cyber
operations and training of experts in cyber security.

FINANCIAL SUPPORT

During 2021, the University has received allocations totaling UAH 717.9 million, including UAH 665.7 million on the general
fund and UAH 52.2 million. on a special fund.

The funds have been spent on: pay for personnel and employees, provision of social guarantees - UAH 627.0 million,
material and technical support of the educational process, maintenance and development of the University and other activities -
UAH 90.9 million.

At the same time, the important task in the development process which remains on our agenda is to achieve new, higher
standard in our economic activity, aiming to reach the best ‘value for money’ ratio in contracting management services of the
University’s facilities, and to ensure balanced savings, using minimum resources with maximum efficiency.

MEDICAL SUPPORT AND ANTI-EPIDEMIC MEASURES

Undoubtedly, the successful solution of the
current tasks this year depended entirely on the
human factor, the moral spirit servicemen and
workers, as well as moral and psychological climate in
the structural units of the University.

Implementation of favorable conditions for the
organization of educational and scientific processes
during quarantine measures became a real challenge
for us, and in the first turn, for the staff of the
medical service and the university clinics.

A radical forced transition to distance learning
system and certain requirements for holding public
events in the University have imposed some
restrictions on the organization of everyday life of
a large team of the University staff.

Thanks to the joint efforts of the university
management, medical service and branch Ne 1 of the
municipal non-profit enterprise "Consultative and
Diagnostic Center" Solomyanskyi district of Kyiv in
the shortest possible time was organized and
vaccinated against acute respiratory disease
COVID-19. The University, in accordance with the
requirements of the governing documents, in a short
time reached the level of 80% of vaccinated
personnel and continued its educational activities.
